Bylaws 

I. Purpose
The Percival Everett International Society (hereafter Society) is a voluntary nonprofit educational organization of university teachers and other interested persons for the purpose of exchanging information and ideas related to Everett scholarship. The Society attempts to establish a sense of community among Everett scholars in the United States and abroad by informing its members of current Everett studies, encouraging research and publication on Everett’s cultural production, and creating opportunities for face-to-face scholarly exchanges at meetings of the American Literature Association, special conferences, and other venues. 

II. Membership
Upon application to the Treasurer and the payment of annual dues, any individual sharing the purposes stated above is welcome to membership. 

III. Dues
Appropriate annual dues, by calendar year, will be determined by a consensus of the members of the Executive Committee.

IV. Officers and Their Duties
The elected officers shall be: (a) a President, for a term of two years, who shall preside at business meetings and serve as chair of the Executive Committee; (b) a Vice-President, for two years, who shall be program chair of the ALA sessions and who shall preside at business meetings in the absence of the President; (c) a Secretary, for three years, who shall record and distribute minutes of meetings, supervise nominations and balloting, and, with the President, carry on correspondence; and (d) a Treasurer, for three years, who shall collect dues, make disbursements, maintain records of financial transactions, and maintain a membership list. The Executive Committee shall consist of these four officers plus the immediate past President, serving ex officio.

V. Elections
Following the initial appointment of officers needed to launch the Society, whose terms shall run through May 31, 2016, elections of officers shall take place among those who have paid their annual dues to the Society and shall be accomplished by ballot carried out by the Secretary. The Executive Committee shall choose a nominating committee to present a slate that will be announced to the membership at least 90 days in advance of the annual ALA convention. Further nominations may be made by mail to the Secretary by March 15 of the year in which elections are to be held.  Only current members of the Society shall be allowed to vote.

VI.   Dissolution of the Society

Upon dissolution of the Society, all assets belonging to the Society after the discharge of any and all outstanding obligations shall, upon designation by the Executive Committee,  become the property of a tax-exempt institution under the terms of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 or corresponding section of any future Federal tax code. No Society member or other individual shall be entitled to share in the distribution of any of the Society’s assets upon the Society’s dissolution.

VII. Amendment to Bylaws
Amendment to the Bylaws will require a two-thirds majority of current members who elect to vote. Balloting will be conducted by the Secretary. All amendments shall be circulated to the entire membership at least 14 days prior to the date ballots are to be cast.
